Over 1.2 million people in Pennsylvania have no 
health insurance. Another two million are under-insured.
· Health insurance premiums are spinning out of control. Co-pays are going up.  More people are losing their homes because of medical bills.
· Many employers, unable to keep up with rising costs reduced or eliminated health benefits so they can compete in the global marketplace. Some plan to pay fines, rather than pay for employee insurance, when the Federal Reform is in effect.
· Insurance companies do not contribute to actual care often second guess physicians and refuse to pay for needed care.
